
 
 
Gurdian Minister MSD ‘s visit to  Upcoming Covid Hospital  
 

The Guardian Minister of Mumbai Suburb District Honorable Shri. Aditya 
Thackeray and Honorable  Gurdian Minister of Mumbai City Shri Aslam Sheikh 
visited site of MMRDA‘s dedicated COVID hospital near Malad Mindspace to 
monitor the  progress of the upcoming COVID center. 
 

The decision to set up the health facility was taken keeping the third wave 
in consideration and to be prepared for the same. Government of Maharashtra 
instructed MMRDA to construct the dedicated COVID hospital at Malad as soon as 
possible  
 

The Efforts were taken to manage the crisis of shortage of beds and oxygen 
facilities .The COVID Hospital at Malad featuring 2000 beds out of which 200 ICU , 
14 dialysis units, while 1536 beds  are provided with oxygen supply and 384 are 
quarantine beds. The hospital facility has yoga room and recreation room for 
patients. Separate pediatric ICU ward will be provided.  
 

For the First time the relatives of COVID patients can watch and be able to 
get details of the patient on Kiosk facility  that will come up in the hospital. 
 Metropolitan Commissioner] R. A. Rajeev said , “this is the third hospital facility 
that MMRDA will be doing “ we will complete this soon , all the health care 
facilities required for COVID patients will be made available before handing it to 
MCGM “.  
 

MMRDA is making sure that COVID center will be completed by mid June
