Workshop on Comprehensive Transportation Study (CTS) for Mumbai Metropolitan Region and

release of final report

An MMRDA initiative to discuss future possibilities of MMR development

Mumbai, 28" October, 2021: The final report on “Comprehensive Transportation Study (CTS)-2 for

Mumbai Metropolitan Region (MMR)”was released today by the august hands of Shri. Uddhav
Thackeray, Hon. Chief Minister, Maharashtra in the presence of dignitaries, Shri Eknath Shinde, Hon.
Minister, Urban Development Department, Maharashtra, Shri Aaditya Thackeray, Hon. Minister,
Tourism and Environment, Maharashtra, Shri. S.V.R. Srinivas, IAS, Metropolitan Commissioner and

other dignitaries.

The final report prepared by M/s LEA Associates South Asia Ltd. in JV with LEA International
Ltd., Canada was released on the occasion of the workshop organized by Mumbai Metropolitan
Region Development Authority (MMRDA). This CTS -2 will guide all Municipal Corporations, Councils,
CIDCO, MRVC, IJNPT, MBPT, etc for the next 20 years on Infrastructure development, Institutional

growth and Resource Mobilisation.

The Updation of CTS for the MMR/Transform: 2021-41 outlines the transportation strategies and
guidance necessary to attain the vision under long term (2041) medium term (2031) and short term
(2026) scenarios. Transform 2021-41 proposes development of integrated multi-nodal
transportation system for the horizon period under 2041 by recognizing the significance of transport

to support the economic growth and social well-being of MMR.

The study recommends 487 kms Metro Network, 232 kms Suburban Network, 533 kms Exclusive Bus
lanes / BRTS and length of additional road network of 1264 kms (6256 lane kms) by horizon year
2041. The study further recommends 4 interstate Bus Terminal, 13 Inter-city Bus Terminals, 5 Inter-
city Rail Terminals, 5 Major and 14 Minor Truck Terminals and 25 passenger water terminals by year
2041. The study has also recommended immediately needed Traffic Management measures such as
junction improvements / Traffic Signals / Flyovers / Elevated roads/Robs/Rubs,

Fobs/Subways/Skywalks and cycle tracks.



After the release of the Final Report by Hon. Chief Minister, Maharashtra the presentation of the CTS
for MMR Updation Study was given by Shri.B. M. Setty, the Team Leader/Associate Director, LEA
Associates South Asia Pvt. Ltd followed by a discussion among the stakeholders regarding the

project.

The workshop began with a warm-up session with many experts in the field of transportation and
development participate with the Stakeholders as they stressed on alternate transport systems in

MMR to make this region more accessible and easier to commute.

The speakers during the warm up session were Dr. Sanjay Mukharjee, Vice Chairman and Managing

Director, CIDCO, Shri Ravi Agrawal, CMD (Additional Charge) MRVC.

Two panel discussions were held parallely at the workshop - on the Proposed Transport

Infrastructure for MMR and Institutional Changes and Resource Mobilisation.

The panel discussion on the topic of Proposed Transport Infrastructure for MMR and Institutional
Changes discussed about ongoing implementation and the planned traffic and transport
infrastructure in MMR and how the vision “Transforming MMR into a Sustainable Metropolis with

enhanced accessibility, mobility, connectivity, safety, environment and quality of travel” can be
achieved. The panel also discussed on current institutional framework and proposed institutional

changes for timely implementation of planned traffic and transport infrastructure in MMR.
